Every person who owns, harbors, or keeps a dog more than five (5) months of age on January 1%, or five months of age
within the license year shall annually, or within 30 days from date such dog becomes 5 months of age, pay the dog license
fee and obtain a license as provided by the provisions of Chapter 174 of the Wisconsin Statues. A $5.00 late filing fee, per
dog, shall be charged, if the owner fails to obtain a license by March 31%, or within 30 days of acquiring ownership of a

licensable dog.

State law requires each dog over five (5) months of age to be vaccinated against rabies by a veterinarian. RABIES TAG
NUMBER AND EXPIRATION DATE MUST APPEAR on the application in order to obtain a license.
